	Lesson Idea and Relevance: What are you going to teach and why is this lesson of importance to your students? How is it relevant to students of this age and background?
	Today students will use stamping to recreate a motif they have created in a past class. Students will learn how to use different materials to change the meaning of images.

This lesson is important to these students because both students have demonstrated preferred motifs in their past work; Ashley creates flowers, Nick prefers mandala-shapes. 

This lesson is relevant to both students because while allowing them to recreate a previous motif they are able to stay in their comfort zones, yet they are still trying a new material.

Students will be able to

	1. Given a U gauge, a V gauge, stamp pad, and bench hook, the student will be able to recreate a favorite motif using a stamp. (Art Materials/ Technique)

2. After creating their work, the student will be able to talk about the repetition and motif in their work. (Expressive Features/ Characteristics of Art)
3. Given printmaking, drawing, and painting materials, the student will be able to use drawing, painting, and stamping to collage their motif. (Art Materials/ Technique)
5. Given printmaking materials, the student will be able to carve their motif on a stamp. (Art Materials/ Technique)
6. The student will be able to use U and V gauges and bench hooks to cut a print plate. (Art History/ Culture)

7. The student will be able to brainstorm motifs and ideas in their sketchbook. (Literacy, Concept/Ideation)

8. The student will be able to verbally compare and contrast their drawn/painted motif and their stamped motif. (Reflection/Assessment)

	Did the student recreate a previously designed motif on a stamp?

Did the student use basic art vocabulary to talk about interests in art?

	Pre-assessment: How will you help the students know where the unit is going and what is expected? Help the teacher know where the students are coming from (prior knowledge, interests)?



	1. Allow students to practice carving motions first
2. Students will fill out the first half of the experiment worksheet, making predictions of their art making process; they will also draft ideas and images in their sketchbooks. Using this worksheet and sketches the teacher will determine:

-Can the student carve their motif on a stamp?
-Can the student use a traditional craft tool in fine art making?
-Can the student brainstorm motifs and ideas in their sketchbook?



	Motivation: How will you hook all students and hold their interest?

	Both students are interested in specific motifs, representing these motifs in a new and exciting ways is a way to experiment without making them so uncomfortable. Trying new things while still staying in her comfort zone.
We are art scientists! What experiment will you stamp?

	-Practice drawing motifs in sketchbook

-Practice stamping in sketchbook before stamping final work
-Talk about and brainstorm new materials for next time



	Procedures: How is the lesson organized to maximize initial and sustained engagement as well as effective learning? Provide opportunities to rethink and revise their understandings and work? Allow students to evaluate their work and its implications? Include literacy and numeracy?


	4:00- Mentor will explain that we are art scientists! And that we are experimenting with a new technique for the art community. We are going to experiment and create a work of art.

4:15- Students will fill out the predicament portion of the worksheet. Predicting what their end result will look like.

4:25- Students will draw their motifs in their sketchbook, and then on their stamp pads. 

4:35- Carving Instruction:

· Students will place stamp pad on the bench hook with the end pointing up for safety.

· Using a gauge tool, press into the stamp pad in a carving motion.

· Students will carve their stamps using bench hooks.
1. Two samples will be made, one with the background carved out with design raised, and one with the design carved out.

5:00- Students will practice applying paint, ink, etc. and stamping in different ways in their sketchbooks. 

     -When students feel they are ready they will begin printing on their final piece (canvas or paper)

5:30- Students will fill out the rest of their experiment sheet, verbally comparing and contrasting their painted or drawn motif and their printed motif.

5:45- Cleanup
